Prayer
Waiting with Hope
“In those days and at that time I will cause a righteous branch to spring up for David; and he shall execute justice and righteousness in the land.” Jeremiah 33.15

Waiting can be an inherently hopeful thing. As we wait, we expect and hope for what is to come. To stop waiting in these cases means that either our hopes have been fulfilled, or we have given up in despair. We are waiting with hope. Mary is waiting with hope for the birth of the baby in her belly. She is waiting with hope to hold that precious baby. 

What are you waiting for with hope?

As Mary was waiting for her baby to be born, the people of Israel were waiting for a descendant of King David to come. The Son of David would bring justice and righteousness to Israel. He would ensure that all would have enough to live and flourish, enough food for all, a safe home and time to rest and rejoice in God’s good gifts. He would bring about the Kingdom of God. 

Mary was waiting and carrying that hope in her womb and the birth of her child marked the arrival of God’s Kingdom on Earth. And like Mary we are waiting with hope, for Jesus Christ to return and bring about the final fulfilment of all God’s promises for justice, righteousness and peace for all the world.
